Woodland Pioneers

Bill Hogarth MBE (1928999) was a coppice mer-
chant who spent most of his life working the woods in
South Cumbria. The memorial trust (BHMAT) was set
up in 2000 to continue his work by promoting coppic-
ing through an apprenticeship training scheme. Now
extended to a National Coppice Apprenticeship
Scheme, in partnership with the Green Wood Trust
and the Small Woods Association, 19 people have
benefitted from the training. This year BHMAT hope
to offer two places.

We run an industrfed apprenticeship training that is
recognised as the first of its kind in the UK. The 3 year
training, validated by the national accreditation
a0KSYS wI a0SyiraqQs tSIRaA
Diploma.

The Woodland Pioneers course is open to anyone
interested in learning about coppicing. For those
wishing to apply for the BHMAT apprenticeship train-
ing it is essential that you attend the full course.
